Policy

The Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA) states that Local Workforce Investment Areas (local areas) must spend at least 75 percent of their WIOA youth formula allocation on workforce investment activities for out-of-school (OS) youth. (WIOA Section 129 [a][4]) 

If a local area is not immediately prepared to spend at least 75 percent of its Program Year (PY) youth funds on OS youth, it is required to demonstrate progress toward meeting the requirement through increased expenditures on OS youth compared to PY 2014-15 youth expenditures. Specifically, by June 30, 2016, local areas must increase their PY 2015-16 OS youth expenditures by at least 10 percentage points over their PY 2014-15 OS youth expenditures, and have a minimum OS youth expenditure rate of 50 percent. If a local area does not meet the 75 percent expenditure rate with their PY 2015-16 youth funds, the local area must complete the following corrective action plan and submit it to their assigned Regional Advisor by December 31, 2016.
