and Il above during the current quarter or semester will be admitted to the examination, but
they must produce evidence of successful completion of the curriculum and the prescribed
courses before they may be considered eligible for appointment).

How to Apply

In order to apply for a Tax Auditor position with the State of California, you must apply, take, and be
successful in the current Auditor | Exam.

Step One - Establish Eligibility
Visit and click on the Open Examinations link. Find the Auditor I bulletin listed
under Tax Auditor and click on it. Follow the steps outlined in the bulletin to take the exam.

Step Two - Find Vacancies
Visit and locate the Vacancy Search Tool under the external resources section.
Type “Tax Auditor” in the search field and click search to locate vacancies.

Step Three — Mail in your Tax Auditor Application Packet

Mail in your application to the address listed on the job vacancy announcement. You should also
include a résumé and cover letter with your State Application. The State Application (STD 678) can be
found on our website at under resources, then Human Resources Forms and
Publications.
